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ePublisher Pro

The purpose of this article is to explain how to modify breadcrumbs using project
target overrides for changes to an ePublisher Pro project that are not available
through the GUI.

Create a project target override by following the steps in “Creating Project Target
Overrides”

The file that you have just copied will be the file to which you will make your
modifications.

Note:lt is not necessary to copy any files into the project Targets directory that you are
not explicitly overriding.

You can open the webworks.css file in a text editor, such as Notepad, locate the
Breadcrumbs css classes Webliorks Breadcrumbs and WebWorks Breadcrumb Link,
and modify the CSS style information to reflect the style you want.

After you have made all modifications you want to make, save the file and the next time
you Generate All in your ePublisher Pro project, this file will be used in place of the
default file (thus overriding it), and the changes you made will be incorporated into the
output.

Note:If you save the ePublisher Pro project as stationery, the project target overrides you have
created will be saved in your stationery.This stationery can then be used to create future
projects, while maintaining these modifications throughout your future projects.
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
